The Apostles also had to deal with the problem of
heresy, ie. false belief, in the Church. As new members
joined, there were those who thought that they had better
knowledge about the Christian Faith than the Apostles and
even claimed that they had a teaching from Christ that not
even the Apostles had received! This sounds familiar and
continues until today with the various groups that keep
breaking away from each other and changing certain things
about the Christian Faith, which they think should be be-
lieved and practiced. St Paul had to deal with certain indi-
viduals in Galatia who were Judaizers (taught Judaism to
Christians) and wanted to teach another gospel than the one
he taught them. The Judaizers didn’t see St Paul as a true
Apostle even though he founded the churches in Galatia! St
Paul warned the Galatian Christians, “there are some who
trouble you and want to pervert the gospel of Christ.
But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any
other gospel to you than what we have preached to you,
let him be anathema. As we have said before, so now I
say again, if anyone preaches any other gospel to you
than what you have received, let him be anathe-
ma.” (Galatians 1:7-9). The warning is not only about indi-
vidual persons teaching another gospel but also an angel in
heaven teaching another gospel. Let us not forget that the
Archangel Gabriel and other angels went to the Ever-Virgin
Mary, St Joseph the betrothed of the Virgin Mary, St Zach-
arias the father of St John the Baptist and others and gave
them messages. They received the gospel from angels but
evil angels (demons) can masquerade as angels of light, as
St Paul states, “And no wonder! For Satan himself trans-
forms himself into an angel of light.” (2 Corinthians
11:14). St Paul is saying that this different kind of gospel is
not a harmless variation of the truth but a completely differ-
ent and false gospel. These perverters of the truth are ac-
cursed like the demons says St Paul for preaching a false
gospel!

Division in the church was a big problem for the
Apostles and St Paul and they fought hard to keep order in
the Church. Unfortunately, it seems that the same problems
exist in the Church until today and the next passage of Holy
Scripture from St Paul speaking to the Greek Christians of
Corinth, said “Now in giving these instructions I do not
praise you, since you come together not for the better
but for the worse. For first of all, when you come togeth-
er as a church, I hear that there are divisions among
you, and in part I believe it. For there must also be fac-
tions among you, that those who are approved may
be recognised among you. Therefore, when you come
together in one place, it is not to eat the Lord’s Sup-

per. For in eating, each one takes his own supper ahead
of others; and one is hungry and another is
drunk. What! Do you not have houses to eat and drink
in? Or do you despise the church of God and shame
those who have nothing? What shall I say to you? Shall
I praise you in this? I do not praise you.” (1 Corinthians
11:17-22). In other words, St Paul is saying that the Chris-
tians are acting in a worldly way in Church and not in a
heavenly way, which they should be, and there is no unity
at the Lord’s Supper. Division is contradictory to the teach-
ing and being of the Church, which is about us being united
in Christ and each other. The Corinthian Christians turned
the Divine Liturgy into an ungodly and disorderly meeting
where at the agape meal, which they had after the service of
Holy Communion, they would become drunk and show
their gluttony and so would not show their Christian broth-
erly/sisterly love towards their brethren in Christ. Their
actions show that they despise the Church of God and do
not respect it. It reminds me of the end of the memorial
service (mnimosyna) how people shamefully grab their
bread and kolyva and rush out of the church without wait-
ing for the priest to conclude the Apolysis/Dismissal and
get the antidoron (blessed bread which is a remnant of the
agape meal), kiss the priest’s hand and leave the church in
an orderly manner to give the kolyva and bread outside! I
repeat St Paul’s exclamation, “What!” and like St Paul I
don’t praise these actions (1 Corinthians 11:22)! As a
priest, remember we have a right to discipline those who
disrespect the order of the Church and unfortunately, I have
had to interrupt the service a number of times seeing this
disorder to correct people taking their mnimosyna just after
finishing reading the names of the departed. Shame on
them! The advice of St Paul to St Timothy who he ordained
as Bishop of Ephesus come to mind, “Those who are sin-
ning rebuke in the presence of all, that the rest also may
fear” (1 Timothy 5:20). These people think that the whole
service is just the reading of the names of their departed
when for the rest of the 2 hours and 45 minutes we were
praying to receive the Body and Blood of Christ (Holy
Communion), which most of them don’t bother having!
What is the greatest shame is that even if they don’t know
what to do, they don’t ask to learn. The only positive mes-
sage from this passage is that God allows the ungodly divi-
sions amongst Christians in order to make the trustworthy
and true Christians approved by God to stand out from the
divisive and false “Christians”.
