St Peter said to the bishops of the church who he calls
elders and shepherds, “The elders who are among you I
exhort, I who am a fellow elder and a witness of the suffer-
ings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that will be
revealed: Shepherd the flock of God which is among you,
serving as overseers, not by compulsion but willingly, not
for dishonest gain but eagerly; nor as being lords
over those entrusted to you, but being examples to the
flock” (1 Peter 5:1-3). He humbly reminds the overseers, ie.
bishops (in Greek “episkopous”), that he is an elder of the
church like them, so he is also a bishop of the church and that
they need to be good examples to the flock of Christ and not
look at the position they hold as something to take advantage
of their high position in the church. He also reminds them that
they are shepherds of the flock of Christ and Christ who is the
Chief Shepherd (see 1 Peter 5:4) will reward with an unfading
crown of glory those shepherds who lead by good example.
Even though St Peter was a witness of the glory of Christ at
the Transfiguration on Mount Tabor and a witness of Christ’s
sufferings, he sees himself as an equal to all the other bishops
of the church. Therefore, he is showing the way of humility he
asked them to follow!

St Paul the Apostle to the nations advises those who
labour and are over the Christians, ie. who are clergy, to use
discernment when dealing with the congregation. He said,
“And we urge you, brethren, to recognise those who la-
bour among you, and are over you in the Lord
and admonish you, and to esteem them very highly in love
for their work’s sake. Be at peace among yourselves. Now
we exhort you, brethren, warn those who
are unruly, comfort the fainthearted, uphold the weak, be
patient with all.” (1 Thessalonians 5:12-14). The Greek term
for “over you” has a liturgical connotation and so it refers to
the leader of the eucharistic assembly who must keep peace
with others and warn those who are unruly in church and to
correct them. On the other hand, St Paul says to comfort those
who need spiritual support, to help those who are weak and to
be patient with all. All of these actions must be preceded with
love for the flock of Christ and the congregation must love
their bishop, priest or deacon for the work that they do for
their salvation.

Anybody who causes offence causes anguish and tears
for the spiritual leader who prays for them and wants to see
them repent and correct their errors. This is because the clergy
of the church love the flock of Christ and want their salvation,
which they pray for many times during the Divine Liturgy,
even if the flock doesn’t realise it. St Paul in the following
passage is reminding Christian leaders to reaffirm their love
for the sinner through forgiveness and comforting them so that
they don’t fall into great sorrow and fall into the hands of
Satan, “But if anyone has caused grief, he has not grieved
me, but all of you to some extent—not to be too se-

vere. This punishment which was inflicted by the majori-
ty is sufficient for such a man, so that, on the contrary,
you ought rather to forgive and comfort him, lest perhaps
such a one be swallowed up with too much sor-
row. Therefore, I urge you to reaffirm your love to
him. For to this end I also wrote, that I might put you to
the test, whether you are obedient in all things. Now whom
you forgive anything, I also forgive. For if indeed I have
forgiven anything, I have forgiven that one for your sakes
in the presence of Christ, lest Satan should take advantage
of us; for we are not ignorant of his devices.” (2 Corinthians
2:5-11). He also stresses that if the Christian clerics forgive
anyone who is repentant, he has also forgiven them to show
that the Apostolic leaders agree with one another and speak
with one voice! The discipline towards a sinner must not be
too severe and go beyond the sin itself, otherwise it can cause
tension and division. This brings joy to Satan who loves divi-
sion, of which he is the author, and is the reason he is also
called the devil (in Greek “diavolos”) from the verb
“diavallein” meaning the one who causes division and the
slanderer and accuser. The devil is quick to accuse us of any
sins and finds pleasure in our downfall in order to claim our
souls when we leave this world but this does not please God
who wants our repentance and to live with Him in eternity.
Therefore, the cleric when confessing someone and putting
them a penance must do so for a certain period of time to al-
low them time to regret and repent of their sin and not to pro-
long it beyond what is necessary. The father confessor must
not only exercise love but great discernment, which is the
greatest virtue according the great father of the desert St Anto-
ny the Great. He said the following about those who strayed
from the straight path, “In my opinion it was simply that
they did not possess the grace of discrimination; for it is
this virtue that teaches a man to walk along the royal road,
swerving neither to the right through immoderate self-
control, nor to the left through indifference and laxity.
Discrimination is a kind of eye and lantern of the soul, as
is said in the gospel passage: ‘The light of the body is the
eye; if therefore your eye is pure, your whole body will be
full of light. But if your eye is evil, your whole body will be
full of darkness’ (Matthew 6:22-23). And this is just what
we find; for the power of discrimination, scrutinising all
the thoughts and actions of a man, distinguishes and sets
aside everything that is base and not pleasing to God, and
keeps him free from delusion.” (St Cassian, “On the Holy
Fathers of Sketis and on Discrimination” written for Abba
Leontios).
