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The Mysteries (Sacraments) - Holy Orders or Ordination (Part 29)

We are now look at a western Church Father
called Blessed Augustine who changed the understanding
of Apostolic Succession in the West compared to St
Clement, St Ignatios, St Irenaeus, Tertullian, St Hippoly-
tus and St Cyprian, who were before him. It is important
for us to examine this shift because the Augustinian con-
ception often sets the terms of the contemporary debate
on the “validity” of the orders of one group or another.

Augustine’s views on apostolic succession were
drawn out of a crisis in the Church called the Donatist
schism. Under the emperor Diocletian, in the first decade
of the fourth century A.D., Christians were viciously
persecuted. Government officials often called upon
priests to give over copies of the Scriptures to be burned.
Those who refused were often mutilated or killed. Those
who complied were called “traditors,” literally “those
who gave over”.

In 312 A.D., shortly before Constantine’s acces-
sion to power in the Western Roman Empire, Caecilian
was consecrated as bishop of Carthage in North Africa.
To put it mildly, he was a controversial figure. As a dea-
con during the persecution, he was accused of unchristian
conduct toward the martyrs and confessors. In addition, a
young man named Donatus and others around him ac-
cused one of Caecilian’s consecrators, Felix, of being a
“traditor” — in their eyes the gravest of sins. Believing
that Felix’s sin robbed any sacrament conducted by him
of its efficacy, they refused to recognise Caecilian as
bishop and separated themselves from communion with
him and anyone who recognised him.

When Emperor (later Saint) Constantine came to
power in 313 A.D., he recognised Caecilian as the legiti-
mate bishop of Carthage. Caecilian’s opponents appealed
to the emperor for a review of the case by bishops from
overseas. There was a series of investigations, by episco-
pal councils in Rome and at Arles in Gaul (modern day
France), by the proconsul in Africa, and by the emperor
himself in Milan. Each time the judgement went against
the Donatists. Felix was not guilty of turning over the

Scriptures; he was being unjustly accused. Caecilian had
been chosen and consecrated legitimately. He thus re-
tained his office, and some state-sponsored persecution
of the Donatists began.

The Donatists adamantly rejected these decisions.
In their eyes Caecilian was not worthy to be called a
bishop, so his diocese could no longer be in communion
with the “true” Church. Over the next forty years Dona-
tus established “parallel communities” throughout north-
ern Africa, “churches” that refused to be in communion
with Caecilian or his successors. The Donatist schism
had been going on for nearly eighty years when Augus-
tine became bishop of Hippo, a town near Carthage in
which the Donatists were actually the majority party in
the Christian community. He wanted to end the dispute
and bring the Donatists back into communion with the
Church.

Augustine’s argument against the Donatists was
complex. At the root of the discussion was the nature of
the validity of the sacraments. Did the validity of a sacra-
mental action depend upon the righteousness of the one
administering it? For the Donatists it did. Because of
Felix’s alleged sin, his consecrations were of no effect.
For Augustine, to place the determination of validity up-
on the character of the individual priest was to place in
doubt every sacramental ministration, for one could nev-
er know whether some serious sin was being committed
secretly. Augustine saw Christ Himself as the administra-
tor of every sacrament by virtue of His union with His
Body, the Church. Thus the character of the priest was
irrelevant to the validity of the sacrament, and for that
matter so was the character of the recipient. Christ acts
objectively. What is affected by the sin of a person is the
personal efficacy of the sacrament. Unless one has love
for the brethren, the sacrament “profits nothing” (1 Co-
rinthians 13:3).
